Learning should be Fun and Active
Here’s an easy, fun activity you can play with your young child using items you have around the house.
Age level – 18 months through 6 (depends on number of objects and complexity of objects; alternate for 3-6)

Helps build visual memory, matching, ordering, vocabulary/labeling objects

and turn taking.

Parent/Grandparent:  Choose two household items – anything will do – spoon and cup or slipper and book – whatever works for you.

· Sit facing your child and place the items on the floor or table between you.

· Have your child cover their eyes.
· Take away one object (hide it behind your back)

· Ask your child to guess what object is missing.

· As your child gets better at the game, add more objects – three, four, even five.

Play enthusiastically and have fun.  After your child knows the game, let them be in charge of the objects and you hide your eyes.

Another version: 

Put the items in a sequence and have your child cover their eyes.  Then, you mix up the order.  Ask the child to look at the objects and return them to the original order.
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
